IMPORTANT: Read instructions before assembling. Bolts should be finger tight until the installation is completed to allow sufficient
adjustment for aligning holes and locating parts to vehicle frame, Preventive maintenance can prevent accidents. Regularly inspect ali
components and repair or replace any worn, loose or damaged parts immediately. Remember to use standard methods and practices when
attaching snowplow including wearing safety glasses during drilling. Install snowplow as fotlows:

LIFT ASSEMBLY: »
IMPORTANT: Some models of Chevrolet/GMC light truck class vehicles have an Air Dam mounted under the front bumper. This Air Dam

interferes with the instatlation of Lift-Mounts and must be removed to facilitate installation of this snowplow mounting. The Air Dam must
be retained and replaced whenever the snowplow Lift-Mount is removed from the vehicle.

1981 AND LATER

1. Disconnect park/turn lights from bumper. Remove bumper from vehicle and bumper brackets from frame horn.

2. Align the two 9/16' holes in the lift frame side plates to the vehicle frame bumper bracket holes and top tab of lift frame to vehicle frame,
secure with fasteners shown above placing flat washers to inside of frame and top tab on lift frame,

3. Install top and bottom bumper brackets with furnished fasteners, as shown in diagram above.
When replacing bumper use existing fasteners through bumper brackets and secure with existing flat washers and nuts. Attach outboard
top and bottom bumper brace extensions to bumper using existing fasteners through the large hole in extensions, Fasten other ends of
bumper brace extensions to the diagonal bumper braces using existing 1/2" bolts, ftat washers to slots, hex nuts and furnished lock washers.

Replace park/turn lights to bumper.

1973 THRU 1980

1. Remove the bumper from the vehicle, also remove bumper clips from top of vehicle frame,

2. Align the two 11/16" holes in lift frame side plates to the slots in the vehicle frame, and slot in frame end to lower lift frame tab. Secure
with furnished fasteners shown in inset above. Install bumper brackets as shown in inset.

3. Install top and bottom bumper brackets with furnished fasteners, as shown in inset above. When replacing bumper, use existing fasteners
through the bumper brackets and secure with existing flat washers and nuts. Fasten outboard diagonal bumper braces to the bumper
using furnished pipe spacers, 1/2" x 5’ carriage bolts, flat washers and locknuts.

MOUNT ASSEMBLY:
4. Attach the spreader frame to lift frame with center of coupling lug holes between 9-1/2"" and 10-1/2" from road. Use 5/8" x 1-3/4"" bolts

in top hole.

5. On curb side, thrust arm attaching bar has clearance holes for rivets in bottom frame flange and for gas line clamp bolt in frame side
member located in front of axle bump bracket. Drill top hole only for 5/8" boit. See CAUTION note in para. 8.

6. Attach front of thrust arm as shown with 5/8” x 2" bolts and locknuts,

7. Driver side, attach bottom of thrust arm as shown. Hold top of both thrust arms against bottom of vehicle frame and mark holes.

8. Drill 5/8" holes both sides, align to top hole in thrust arm bracket. On curb side drill top or bottom hole whichever provides greatest
amount of clearance to gas line. (CAUTION! Before drilling be sure drill will not damage brake or gas line.) Fasten arms using 5/8" x 1-3/4""
bolts and locknuts. Tighten all bolts securely.

DASH BRACKET
56080

1. Secure the dash bracket to the IIla Control using 4-No. 8 x 5/8'' long hex head screws.

2. Locate Hla Control to the dash as shown, below and to the right of the radio, or whatever is most convenient. The bracket
should fit fairly flat against the bottom surface of the dash. Verify that IIla Control lever will clear vehicle components
in all positions and for adequate drill clearance before drilling holes.

3. Mark this location.
4. Remove the bracket from the IIla Control. Place the bracket in the selected location under the dash and mark all 4 holes.

5. Drill 1/8 diameter holes into the dash to align to the holes in the bracket. Secure using No. 10 sheet metal screws and
lock washers.

6. Place IIIa Control into bracket and fasten in desired position.

MODIFICATION INSTRUCTIONS

With snowplows mounted to vehicles having small tire size options, the blade lift may be less than desireable.
If this condition exists on any installation, the height of blade lift can be increased by cutting and rewelding the

A-frame stops on the mount as shown in the sketch below.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
FOR 59700 BLADE GUIDE ASSEMBLY

The following instructions simply outline the attachment of this blade guide assembly.

Step 1. Lower blade to ground level.
Step 2. If hole is not pre-drilted, drill one 11/32" hole, 1-3/16" down and 1" out on the outside rib
of blade. See diagram betow.

Step 3. Insert pointed end of clamp into coil of guide. Attach guide to rib using top hole of clamp.
Secure assembly using supplied 5/16° x 1" bolt and tocknut. Tighten until guide wilt stand
alone perpendicular to road surface.

Step 4. If hole is not pre-drilled, use lower hole of clamp as locator, dritl bottom hole 11/32".
Step 5. Bolt lower hole in place. Finish securing top bolt.
Step 6. Attach other side following above steps.
