1. Remove four bolts from above the spring 
shackle on the driver side of the vehicle. 
Fasteners will be replaced by hardware sup-
plied in the kit.

Assemble the LH side plate weldment to the 
outside of the vehicle frame rail by insert-
ing four 5/8 inch x 5 inch grade 8 hex bolts 
through the side plate, bumper bracket, ve-
hicle frame and tow hook, then securing the 
bolts with 5/8 inch nylon insert lock nuts,

Note the direction of installation of the bolts 
in the photo to ease assembly.

2. Remove the two bolts shown in the follow-
ing photo from the bottom of the driver side 
frame rail and save for reinstallation.

Lift the LH rear brace to the vehicle frame,  
so that rear holes in the brace match holes in 
the vehicle frame and the front of the brace 
is outside the LH side plate weldment.

Reinstall bolts through the brace and into 
the vehicle frame to secure the brace.

Bolt the front of the LH brace outside of the 
LH side plate by inserting two 5/8 inch x 1 1/2 
inch hex bolts from the outside of the brace 
and securing the assembly with two 5/8 inch 
2-way lock nuts.

3. On the passenger side of the vehicle, re-
move the two lower tow hook bolts and two 
bolts fastening the spring shackle casting to 
the bottom of the vehicle frame rail. Save the 
hardware for reinstallation.

Lift the RH side plate weldment to the bot-
tom of the vehicle frame rail and slide the 
square tube member into the rectangular 
hole in the casting, then reinstall the four 
fasteners removed previously.

4. Remove the two bolts shown in the follow-
ing photo from the bottom of the passenger 
side frame rail and save for reinstallation.

Lift the RH rear brace to the vehicle so that 
rear holes in the brace match holes in the 
vehicle frame and the front of the brace is 
inside the RH side plate.

Reinstall bolts through the rear of the brace 
and into the vehicle frame to secure the 
brace.

5. Raise the prong weldment to the mount 
members installed on the vehicle so that 
the LH prong plate will bolt outside of the 
LH side plate and the RH prong plate will 
bolt inside of the RH rear brace.

Fasten the LH prong plate to the LH side 
plate with four 5/8 inch x 2 inch hex bolts 
and lock nuts.

PHOTO NO. DCP0370

Fasten the RH prong plate to the RH side 
plate and rear brace with four 5/8 inch x 2 1/4 
inch hex bolts and lock nuts.

6. Finish installation of the mount by fully tight-
ening the hardware. Tighten bolts into the 
vehicle frame first to draw components tight 
to the frame, then tighten the bolts fasten-
ing the prong plates.

Bottom edges of the prongs should mea-
sure about 10 inches above the ground 
when completed.
