INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation, the 
vehicle and all snowplow components should 
be on a smooth, level, hard surface, such as 
concrete.

1. Remove the bumper and tow hooks from the 
vehicle. Save the tow hooks and fasteners for 
reinstallation.

2. Place the passenger-side mount against the 
outside of the passenger-side frame rail. Reinstall 
the tow hook fasteners through the mount and tow 
hook. Tighten hand tight.

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3. Check that the rear of the mount is pushed up 
against the bottom of the frame. Using the mount 
as a guide, drill a 17/32" hole through the frame.  
Insert a 1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screw with handle 
through the drilled hole. Secure with a 1/2" washer 
and 1/2" locknut. Hand tighten the fasteners.

4. Place the driver-side mount against the outside of 
the driver-side frame rail. Reinstall the front tow 
hook fastener through the mount and tow hook. 
Reinstall the rear tow hook fastener. Hand tighten 
the fasteners.

5. Using the mount as a guide, drill a 17/32" hole 
through the frame rail. Place a 1/2" washer on 
a 1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screw and insert through 
the drilled hole. Secure with a 1/2" washer and 
1/2" locknut. Hand tighten the locknut. Remove 
the tow hook if necessary to tighten the cap screw, 
then reinstall the tow hook.

6. Repeat Step 3 on the driver's side of the vehicle.

8. Secure the mount beam with 1/2" locknuts. Hand 
tighten the fasteners.

9. Tighten all fasteners according to the torque chart.

10. Measure the distance between the mount beam 
rear hole and the ground. If it exceeds 11-1/2", 
install the accessory Height Adapter Plate Kit 
(PN 77555) to ensure optimum plowing performance. 

11. Reinstall the bumper. Trim the bumper as 
necessary to allow mount clearance.

NOTE: After fi ve to ten hours of snowplow usage, 
retorque all mount assembly fasteners.
