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INSTRUCTIONS
1. Remove the Passenger Side Tow Hook Bolts and 
set aside. 

2. Insert one 5/8-11 Bolt with Handle (5) and one 
5/8" Flat Washer (4) into the rear slot in the PS 
truck frame. Place the PS Side Plate (2) against the 
frame, aligning with the 5/8-11 Bolt. Secure it with 
a 5/8 Lock Nut (8). (see fig.1 for step 1-5)

3. Install two 1/2" bolts through the existing holes 
in the bottom of the frame. Insert the nut plate 
through the frame. Align the nut plate with 2 
existing holes.

4. Using the PS Side Plate as a template, drill two 
Ø.531 holes through the side of the frame. 

5. Install two ½-13 Bolt With Handles (9) through 
these drilled holes and secure them with two 1/2"-
13 Lock Washers (10) and two 1/2-13 Hex Nuts (11).

6. Repeat Step 1-5 for the DS Side Plate.

8. Position the Center Support Bracket (5) onto to 
Pushbar (4) and secure it with four ½" Bolts (11) and 
Locknuts (12). See fig. 4

9. Secure the Center Support Bracket (5) to the 
frame of the truck using three Nut Plate w/ Handle 
(6) and three ½" Bolts (11). See fig.4 below.

Check and re-torque all fasteners after 5 hours of 
usage to ensure safe plow operation. Ensure all 
coolant lines and wires are clear of moving or hot 
components and secure as necessary.

7. Mount the Pushbar in Place between the PS and 
DS Side Plates using the eight ½-13 Bolts (6) and 
eight Lock Nuts (7). The Centerline of the Pushbar 
Cross Pin should be approximately 9.5 inches from
