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1. Remove the front bumper, bumper fasteners, and skid 
plate. Set aside for later reinstallation.
2. Hold the PS Side Plate (3) up against the passenger side 
frame rail, aligning with the existing through holes in the 
bottom and between the rubber spring-suspension.  Secure 
the bracket through the front hole with one ½-13x4.5” Bolt 
(7), washer, and nut (you may need to drill out this hole with 
a 5” long drill).

3. Loosely install two ½-13 bolts with Handles.  Secure them 
with two nuts and washers (4,11,12).  Drill the rear hole for 
the ½” bolts clearance if not already existed.  The handles 
may have to be bended, twisted, and cut off in order to reach 
the rear.

4. Repeat step 2-4 above for Driver side.

5. Mount the pushbar (1) in place in between the two side-
plates using eight ½-13x1.5 bolts and eight nuts (5 & 8).  The 
centerline of the pushbar cross-pin should be approximately 
9.0” from the ground.  Improper mounting height will result 
in uneven cutting edge wear.

6. Install the Center Support Bracket (6) to the push bar 
using four bolts and four nuts (5&8).  Insert the two nut 
plates (9) through the nearby hole and secure them with the 
two ½” bolts and washers (5 & 10). 

7. Torque all fasteners as shown in the chart.  Check and 
re-torque all fasteners after 5 hours of usage to ensure safe 
plow operation. 
8. It may be helpful to route the plow and light control har-
nesses at this point, prior to bumper reinstallation. 
9. Reinstall the bumper/air dam assembly and skid plate. 
The bumper/air dam and skid plate may need to be altered 
or omitted for reinstallation.
