
1. THINK SAFETY, ALWAYS WEAR SAFETY GLASSES WHEN PERFORMING THE OPERATIONS

2. READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE ATTEMPTING INSTALLATION

ASSEMBLY TOOLS NEEDED:

Impact Sockets: 7/16" – 1-3/8"
Wrenches: 7/16" – 1-3/8"
Torque Wrench:
Drill Bits: 1/4", 1/2"
Center Punch and Hammer
Two (2) C-Clamps

1. Mount Sub-Frame assembly completely before tightening any bolts unless otherwise specified.

2. Vehicle front suspension must be in normal position (as with vehicle on the ground) to install sub-frame
assembly.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Remove existing vehicle left and right bumper bolts.

2. Enlarge vehicle lower lip bumper bolt holes to 1/2" Diameter and install Front Crossmember (#96001198) using
1/2" x 1-1/2" Capscrews (#98009010), Washers and Nylock Nuts provided.

3. Using center hole in Front Crossmember (#96001198) as a template, drill 1/2" hole through lower lip of vehicle
front bumper and secure with 1/2" x 1-1/2" Capscrew (#98009010), Washer and Nylock Nut provided.

4. Raise front of Sub-Frame Assembly (#96101351) and align front Sub-Frame mounting holes with Front
Crossmember (#96001198) mounting holes. Secure with 5/8" x 2-1/2" Capscrews (#98009259), Washers and
Nylock Nuts provided.

5. Attach Support Rail Brackets (#96001304)RH, and (#96001303)LH to Sub-frame Support Studs with 5/8"
Nylock Nuts (#98009038) and Washers provided. 

6. Raise LH and RH Support Brackets to vehicle frame rails and clamp with two C-clamps.

7. Using holes in sides of LH and RH Support Brackets as templates, centerpunch and drill 1/4" then 1/2" holes
into vehicle frame rails. Secure Support Brackets to frame rails with 1/2" x 3-1/2" Capscrews (#98009036),
Washers and Nylock Nuts provided.

8. Using the Torque specification chart above, torque all bolts, start at the rear and work forward.

9. Remember After 5 to 10 hours of snowplow usage, re-torque all capscrews!

c CAUTION
Beware of brake and fuel lines secured to inside wall of frame rails when performing Step 7.
