INSTALLATION NOTES

1. Unless otherwise specified, mount all Sub-Frame
Components to vehicle before tightening any
hardware.

2. It is recommended that LOCTITE®, or similar
thread locking product, be used on ALL mounting
hardware (i.e. Nuts, Cap Screws, Bolts, etc.).

3. Vehicle should be parked on a level surface with a
normal vehicle load on the FRONT suspension.

4. Items in parentheses () refer to quantity required for
this step. Items in parentheses with a pound sign (#)
indicate the part number as found in the parts list on
the last page of this document.

Example: (2) 5/8" x 1-1/2" Cap Screws (#9).

5. It may be necessary to relocate license plate holder.
Check state and local laws for placement, if needed.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove tow hooks. Retain, with hardware, for use if
sub-frame is removed.

2. Remove splash shield from the underside of the
vehicle. Retain, with mounting hardware, for use if
sub-frame is removed

3. Install (1) Mounting Assembly (#1) first by securing the
tow hook mounts using (4) M10-1.25 x 30 Capscrews
(#7).

4. Insert (2) Spacer, .25 (#4) between the frame and the
Mounting Assembly (both sides) ensuring that the

holes line up in the frame and the Mounting Assembly.

IMPORTANT: Height from the center of the lower
plow mounting holes on the sub-frame to the ground
should be between 9" and 11" to insure proper oper-
ation.

5. Install (1) Mounting Bracket, LH (#2). Secure using (2)
1/2" x 1.50 Capscrews (#9) and (2) 1/2" Nylock Nuts
(#8). Between the Mounting Bracket and the frame,
insert (1) Spacer, .50 (#5) ensuring that the holes are
all in alignment. Secure using (1) 1/2" x 4.50
Capscrews (#6), (1) 1/2" Flat Washer (#10), and (1)
1/2" Nylock Nut (#8).

6. Install (1) Mounting Bracket, RH (#3) using the same
procedure as in Step #5.

7. Using the Torque Specification Chart below, torque all
Capscrews starting at the rear and working forward.
