INSTALLATION NOTES

1. Unless otherwise specified, mount all Sub-Frame
Components to vehicle before tightening any
hardware.

2. It is recommended that LOCTITE®, or similar
thread locking product, be used on ALL mounting
hardware (i.e. Nuts, Cap Screws, Bolts, etc.).

3. Vehicle should be parked on a level surface with a
normal vehicle load on the FRONT suspension.

4. Items in parentheses () refer to quantity required for
this step. Items in parentheses with a pound sign (#)
indicate the part number as found in the parts list on
the last page of this document.

Example: (10) Washer, Lock, 1/2" (#8).

5. It maybe necessary to relocate license plate holder.
Check state and local laws for placement, if needed.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the bumper and retain with hardware for
replacement at the end of the installation. Remove the
tow hooks and retain hardware for replacement in
step 3.

2. Remove the splash shield from underneath the
vehicle. Retain with hardware for future use.

3. Insert Nut Plates (#5) into the truck frame where the
tow hooks were removed. Align the threaded holes
over the existing frame holes (approximately 4” behind
the back tow hook bolt hole). Install the Side
Mountings, RH (#3) and LH (#4) by aligning the side
mounting holes with the existing vehicle frame rail
holes provided for mounting the tow hooks. Install (2)
5/8” x 1 ¥2” Cap Screws (#10) with (2) 5/8” Lock
Washers (#9) into Nut Plates (#5). Reinstall the tow
hooks using the existing long bolts and nuts. Replace
the smaller bottom mounting tow hook screws with (2)
Metric Cap Screws M12-1.75 x 50 (#8) and (2) %»”

Lock Washer (#7) provided.

4. Enlarge %2” holes in the truck frame (approximately 15”
apart) that aligns with the slotted holes in the Rear
Crossmember (#2) with a 21/32” drill.

5. The Rear Crossmember can be mounting to the
vehicle frame with (2) Cap Screws (#10) and (2) Nut
Plates (#6) with the lock and flat washers provided.
Make sure the Rear Crossmember is tight with the
vehicle frame and parallel to ground.

6. Using the holes in the Rear Crossmember (that fits
against the truck frame) as a template, center punch
and drill through the vehicle frame rail with a 14” drill.
Remove the Rear Crossmember and drill through the
vehicle frame rail using 21/32” drill.

7. Attach the Rear Crossmember with (4) 5/8” x 12" Cap
Screws (#10), (4) Lock Washers (#9) (6) Flat Washers
(#11) and (4) Nut Plates (#6) to the vehicle frame. Use
(2) Flat washers (#11) for the slotted holes.

8. Attach the Mounting Assembly (#1) to the side
mounting LH (#3) and RH (#4) using (8) 2" x 1 1%”
Cap Screws (#12). Secure using (2) Lock Washers
(#7) into the threaded holes, for the rest use (6) 12"
Nylock Nuts (#13).

9. Attach the Rear Crossmember (#2) to the Mounting
Assembly using (4) ¥2” x 1 ¥2” Cap Screws (#12) and
(4) ¥2” Nylock Nuts (#13).

10. Using the Torque Specification chart below, torque all
bolts.

11. Reinstall bumper and all other items previously
removed.
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9" TO 11" HEIGHT

IMPORTANT: Height from the center of the lower
Plow Mounting holes on the Sub-Frame to the
ground should be between 9" and 11" to insure

properoperation.
