1.

Unless otherwise specified, mount all Vehicle
Mount Kit components to vehicle before
tightening any hardware.

. It is recommended that LOCTITE®, or similar

thread locking product, be used on ALL mounting
hardware (i.e. Nuts, Cap Screws, Bolts, etc.).

. Vehicle should be parked on a level surface with a

normal vehicle load on the FRONT suspension.

. ltems in parentheses () refer to quantity required for

this step. Items in parentheses with a pound sign (#)
indicate the part number as found in the parts list on
the last page of this document.

Example: (10) Washer, Lock, 1/2" (#8).

. It maybe necessary to relocate license plate holder.

Check state and local laws for placement, if needed.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1.

Remove splash guard, if equipped. Next, remove tow
hooks, retaining tow hook hardware for use in
following step. Retain tow hooks for future use if plow
Vehicle Mount Kit is removed.

Then remove the top rear bolt securing the bumper
mounting bracket to each frame rail, for use in the
following step.

. Install Side Weldment, LH (#2) by aligning the two

front holes in the horizontal plate of the bracket with
the existing tow hook holes in the vehicle frame,
securing with existing tow hook bolts. The front side
hole should align with the existing bumper mounting
bracket hole; secure using existing bolt, removed
earlier.

The remaining two holes need to be drilled, one on
the side of the bracket and one on the horizontal piece
that attaches to the bottom for the vehicle frame.
Using these holes in the Side Weldment as a
template, drill 1/4” pilot holes, then 17/32” holes

through the one wall of the vehicle frame. Insert (2)
Shim Plates (#8) between the frame rail and the side
hole in the back of the Side Weldment. Secure
through drilled holes using (2) 1/2°-13 x 1-1/2” Cap
Screws (#4), (2) 1/2” Lock Washers (#5) and (2) Nut
Plate Assemblies (#7), inserted through the access
hole in the bottom of the vehicle frame.

3. Repeat procedure on other side to install Side

Weldment, RH (#3).

4. Attach Vehicle Center Member (#1) to the Bracket Side
Weldments, LH (#2) and RH (#3). Secure using (8)
1/27-13 x 2" Cap Screws (#10), (2) 1/2” Lock Washers
(#5) in the threaded holes, and (6) 1/2” Nylock Nuts
(#6). Ensuring to insert (4) Spacer 1/2” (#9), 2 per
side, as shown on parts list page.

5. Using the torque specification chart provided, torque
all bolts.




8" TO 10" HEIGHT \

IMPORTANT: Height from the center of the lower
plow mounting holes on the Vehicle Mount Kit to the
ground should be between 8" and 10" to insure
proper operation.
