INSTALLATION NOTES

1. Unless otherwise specified, mount all Sub-Frame 
Components to vehicle before tightening any 
hardware.

2. It is recommended that LOCTITE®, or similar 
thread locking product, be used on ALL mounting 
hardware (i.e. Nuts, Cap Screws, Bolts, etc.).

3. Vehicle should be parked on a level surface with a 
normal vehicle load on the FRONT suspension.

4. Items in parentheses () refer to quantity required for 
this step. Items in parentheses with a pound sign (#) 
indicate the part number as found in the parts list on 
the last page of this document.
Example: (2) Washer, Lock, 1/2" (#10).

5. It maybe necessary to relocate license plate holder. 
Check state and local laws for placement, if needed.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the four bolts and nuts connecting the 
bumper, tow hook and leaf spring bracket to the driver 
side of the frame. Remove the tow hook and replace 
the two rear bolts and nuts.

2. Install Frame Mount Assembly LH (#2) inside of the 
driver side frame rail, using the remaining tow hook 
hardware. In the bottom, slotted hole in the Frame 
Mount Assembly, use existing frame hardware to 
secure.

3. Repeat Steps #1 and #2 on the passenger side frame 
rail for Frame Mount Assembly RH (#3).

4. Remove the two inner existing bolts connecting the 
vehicle front crossmember to the driver side frame 
rail. Install Support Assembly LH (#4) to Frame Mount 
Assembly (#2) using (2) 1/2"-13 x 2 Cap screws (#8) 
and (2) 1/2" Nylock Nuts (#9). Replace the original 
bolts previously removed from the vehicle 
crossmember through the Support Assembly LH (#4).

5. Repeat the process in step #4 on the passenger side 
for Support Assembly RH (#5).

6. Remove the four bolts connecting the ABS Module to 
the drives side frame rail. Remove the existing bolt 
plate from the inside for the frame rail. Remove the 
two existing bolts in the bottom of the frame rail 
directly below the ABS Module.

7. Install Thrust Bracket Assembly LH (#6) using the two 
original bolts from the bottom of the frame. Replace 
the bolt plate, aligning with holes in the Thrust Bracket 
Assembly LH (#6). Replace the ABS module over the 
Thrust Bracket Assembly LH and secure using 
existing hardware.

8. Install Thrust Bracket Assembly RH (#7) by first 
removing the two existing bolts in the bottom of the 
frame rail, directly across from where the ABS Module 
was removed on the driver’s side. Align the bottom 
holes on the Thrust Bracket RH (#7) with existing bolt 
holes and secure using existing hardware. Insert Nut 
Plate Assembly (#11) into the frame rail. Secure the 
side holes of the Thrust Bracket RH (#7) using (2) 
1/2"-13 x 2 Cap Screws (#8) and (2) 1/2" Lock 
Washers (#10).

9. Install Mounting Assembly (#1) between the Support 
Assemblies (#4 and #5) using (4) 1/2"-13 x 2” Cap 
Screws (#8) and (4) 1/2" Lock Washers (#10) in the 
front set of vertical holes. In the rear set of vertical 
holes, secure using (4) 1/2"-13 x 2” Cap Screws (#8) 
and (4) 1/2" Nylock Nuts (#9), going through the 
Thrust Bracket Assembly, the Support Assembly and 
the Mounting Assembly on each side.

10. Using the Torque Specification Chart provided, 
Torque all Cap Screws.

REMEMBER After 5 to 10 hours of snowplow usage,
re-torque all Cap Screws!

REMEMBER Height from the center of the lower-
Plow Mounting holes on the Subframe to the ground
should be between 8" and 10" to ensure proper oper-
ation.
