MINIMUM VEHICLE RECOMMENDATIONS

INSTALLATION NOTES

1. Unless otherwise specified, mount all Sub-Frame 
components to vehicle before tightening any 
hardware. 

2. It is recommended that LOCTITE®, or similar thread 
locking product, be used on ALL mounting hardware 
(i.e. nuts, cap screws, bolts, etc.).

3. Vehicle should be parked on a level surface with a 
normal vehicle load on the FRONT suspension.

4. Items in parentheses () refer to quantity required for 
this step. Items in parentheses with a pound sign (#) 
indicate the part number as found in the parts list on 
the last page of this document.
Example: (6) 1/2" x 2" Cap Screws (#8). 

5. It maybe necessary to relocate the license plate 
holder. Relocate under the driver’s side headlight by 
drilling new holes in the bumper. Check state and 
local laws for placement, if needed.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Position (1) Front Crossmember (#4) at the inside of 
the vehicle frame rails. Center the Front 
Crossmember between the frame rails and clamp 
into place. Now, position both of the Rear Mounting 
Brackets, LH (#2) and RH (#3), onto the frame. The 
brackets are positioned in between  the vehicle frame 
mount. It may be necessary to adjust the Front 
Crossmember in order to fit the Rear Mounting 
Brackets. Clamp the Rear Mounting Brackets into 
place, insuring that the hole alignment to the back set 
of holes in the Front Crossmember and the Rear 
Mounting Brackets are flush with the bottom of the 
vehicle frame.

2. Once the Front Crossmember and the Rear Mounting 
Brackets are clamped to the vehicle properly, attach 
the Front Crossmember to the vehicle frame. Using 
the holes in the center section on the Front 
Crossmember as a template, center punch and drill a 
17/32" hole through the center channel of the vehicle. 
Attach, using (4) 1/2" x 1-1/2" Capscrews (#6), (8) 
Special Hardened Washers (#10), and (4) 1/2" Lock 

Nuts (#9). Use (2) washers on each of the four bolts 
(one on the bottom of the Front Crossmember under 
the Bolt head and one on the top of the vehicle center 
channel under the Lock Nut).

3. Attach the Rear Mounting Brackets, LH (#2) and RH 
(#3). Using the holes in the upper part of the bracket 
as a template, center punch  then drill (on both sides 
of the frame) a 17/32" hole through the frame. If there 
is a gap between the frame and the Rear Brackets, 
insert (1) Shim Plate (#11) if needed. Secure using 
(4) Nut Plate Assemblies (#5) inserted through the 
bottom of the frame, (8) 1/2" x 1-1/2" Cap Screws 
(#6) and (8) 1/2" Lockwashers (#7).

4. Raise (1) Mounting Assembly (#1) and attach to the 
Front Crossmember using (2) 1/2" x 2" Capscrews 
(#8) in the top front holes and (2) 1/2" Lock Nuts (#9). 
In the threaded holes, use (2) 1/2" x 1-1/2" 
Capscrews (#6) along with (2) 1/2" Lock Washers 
(#7).

5. Secure the Mounting Assembly to the Front 
Crossmember and the Rear Mounting Brackets using 
(4) 1/2" x 2" Capscrews (#8) and (4) 1/2" Lock Nuts 
(#9), two on each side.

6. Using the Torque Specification Chart provided, torque 
all capscrews.
