INSTALLATION NOTES

1.

Unless otherwise specified, mount all Vehicle
Mount Kit Components to vehicle before
tightening any hardware.

. Itis recommended that LOCTITE®, or similar thread

locking product, be used on ALL mounting hardware
(i.e. Nuts, Cap Screws, Bolts, etc.).

. Vehicle should be parked on a level surface with a

normal vehicle load on the FRONT suspension.

. Items in parentheses () refer to quantity required for

this step. ltems in parentheses with a pound sign (#)
indicate the part number as found in the parts list on
the last page of this document.

Example: (2) 1/2" Lock Washers (#9).

. It maybe necessary to relocate license plate holder.

Check state and local laws for placement, if needed.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1.

Remove the bolts holding the skid plate to the bottom
of the frame and the rear vehicle crossmember.
Retain skid plate with hardware for re-installation if the
Vehicle Mount Kit is removed.

. Remove the tow hooks from both the driver’s and

passenger’s side frame rail. Retain with hardware for
re-installation if Vehicle Mount Kit is removed.

. Remove the three bumper mount nuts located on the

front end of the driver’s side frame rail. Retain the
nuts for re-installation in Step #4.

. Attach (1) Side Weldment, LH (#2). Place the

horizontal flange against the bottom of the frame ralil,
and align the slots in the Side Weldment with the tow
hook holes. The front tab must clear the bumper
mount studs on the front end of the vehicle frame.
Using the existing bumper mount bolts, finger tighten
the three bumper mount nuts. Next, insert (2) M12-
1.75 x 60 mm Cap Screws (#9) or (2) M12-1.25 x 60
mm Cap Screws (#10) (depending on if the threads
that go into the tow hook are course or fine thread)
and (2) 1/2” Lock Washers (#6) and (2) 1/2” Flat
Washers (#5) into the tow hook holes.

. Using the rear holes in the Side Weldment, LH (#2) as

a template, drill (2) 17/32” holes in the outer wall of
the vehicle frame rail. (NOTE: the foremost hole
maybe already in the frame rail.)

. Insert (2) Handle Bolt Weldments (#4) with (2) 1/2” Flat

Washers (#5) into the square cut-out in the frame rail
and the Side Weldment, LH (#2), and out through the
rear holes. (NOTE: The Handle Bolt Weldments will
need to be formed to fit in order to get the bolts and
washers through the square hole.) Secure the slotted
hole with (1) 1/2” Flat Washer (#5) and (1) 1/2” Nylock
Nut (#7). In the rear-most hole, secure using (1) 1/2”
Nylock Nut (#7).

. Repeat Steps #3 - #6 to install (1) Side Weldment, RH

(#3) to the vehicle.

. Attach (1) Vehicle Center Member (#1) using (8) 1/2”-

13 x 2” Cap Screws (38), (2) 1/2” Lock Washers (#6),
in the threaded holes, and (6) 1/2” Nylock Nuts (#7).




NOTE: If installing the 26 Series Plow and want to obtain
a higher pin height, the top rear portion of the center
lugs maybe ground off or cut flush with the back of
the tube. (See Figure 1.)
