ASSEMBLY TOOLS NEEDED:

Impact Sockets: 7/16" – 1-3/8"

Wrenches: 7/16" – 1-3/8"

Torque Wrench:

Drill Bits: 1/4", 1/2"

Center Punch and Hammer:

Two (2) C-Clamps

INSTALLATION NOTES

1. Vehicle front suspension must be in normal position (as with vehicle on the ground) to install sub-
frame assembly.

2. Mount Sub-Frame assembly completely before tightening any bolts unless otherwise specified.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Support Sub-Frame Assembly (#96101544) under vehicle tubular front crossmember. Install using U-
Bolts (#98009122), Flatwashers, Lockwashers and Nuts provided as shown on front page.

2. Locate 3/4" holes on bottom front, left and right vehicle frame rails. Install Rear Crossmember
(#96001350) by locating Crossmember Guide Pins into frame rail holes and clamp Crossmember in
place. Using holes in Rear Crossmember as a template, center punch and drill 1/4", then 1/2" holes
through frame rails.

3. Place Support Plates (#96001352) on inside of frame rails and align with holes just drilled. Secure
using 1/2" x 3-1/2" Capscrews (#98009036) and Nylock Nuts provided.

4. Install Support Pipe Assemblies (#96001422) with stud end going into Rear Crossmember and
secure with Flatwashers and Nylock Nuts provided. Secure to Sub-Frame Assembly using 5/8" x 2"
Capscrews (#98009041).

5. Using the Torque specification chart above, torque all bolts starting at the rear and working forward.
