INSTALLATION NOTES

1. Vehicle should be parked on a level surface with a
normal vehicle load on the FRONT suspension.

2. On some vehicles it may be necessary to raise or
stiffen the suspension to decrease the vehicles front
suspension sag with the snow plow in place.

3. Unless otherwise specified, mount all Vehicle Mount Kit
Components to vehicle before tightening any
hardware.

4. Itis recommended that LOCTITE®, or similar thread
locking product, be used on ALL mounting hardware
(i.e. Nuts, Cap Screws, Bolts, etc.).

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the Bumper/Brush Guard by removing two
bolts under the Ranger and two bolts behind the
Bumper/Brush Guard located near the top.

2. Behind the Bumper/Brush Guard are four square holes
in the frame. Align these holes with the four holes in
the top bracket. Install (4) 3/8” x 1-1/2” carriage bolts
(#6) thru the square holes in the frame and into the
top bracket (#5). Loosely secure with (4) 3/8” flat
washers (#9) and (4) 3/8” lock nuts (#10). Do not
tighten.

NOTE: If a factory winch is installed there will a winch
bracket covering two of the square holes. Remove the
two lower fasteners from the winch bracket. The upper
two holes in the Top Bracket (#5) will rest on top of the
winch bracket. The lower two holes of the Top Bracket
(#5) will need to be shimmed away from the frame using
(4) 3/8" flat washers (#9) on each hole. Then insert
carriage bolts as in step 2.
