2. READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE ATTEMPTING INSTALLATION

3. BEFORE BEGINNING WORK MAKE SURE TO SET PARKING BRAKE AND CHOCK 

INSTALLATION  NOTES

1. Vehicle should be parked on a level surface with a 
normal vehicle load on the FRONT suspension.

2. On some vehicles it may be necessary to raise or 
stiffen the suspension to decrease the vehicles front
suspension sag with the snow plow in place.

3. Unless otherwise specified, mount all Vehicle Mount 
Kit Components to vehicle before tightening any
hardware. 

4. It is recommended that LOCTITE®, or similar thread 
locking product, be used on ALL mounting hardware (i.e.
Nuts, Cap Screws, Bolts, etc.).

5. Items in parentheses () refer to quantity required for 
this step. Items in parentheses with a pound sign (#)
indicate the part number as found in the parts list on the

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. The lower driver side corner of the brush guard is 
secured to the UTV frame with two fasteners. Remove
the two from the inside, but leave the bolts in place. (See
Figure 1.)

2. Slide the Driver Side Bracing Weldment (#2) behind 
the brush guard and place it against the inside of the
brush guard while also aligning the two bolts through the
holes in the Driver Side Bracing Weldment. (See Figure
2.)

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3. While the bolts are aligned through the holes, item #2 
is flat against the side of the brush guard, and item #2 is
also tight against the upper UTV frame rail; mark the
center of all the holes: Four in the brush guard and 2 in
the upper UTV frame rail. (See Figure 3.)

4. Remove the Bracing Weldment and tighten the nuts 
back on that we removed in step 1.

5. Repeat steps 1 through 3 for the Passenger Side 
Bracing Weldment (#3).

6. Take off the brush guard by removing the remaining 
hardware attaching it to the UTV. Four on the bottom and
two on top. (See Figure 4.)

7. Center punch and drill ¼” pilot holes in all marked 
hole locations: Eight in the brush guard and four in the
upper UTV frame rail.

8. Drill the eight brush guard holes to 5/8” and the four 
upper UTV frame rail holes to 17/32”.

9. Deburr the holes and use some touchup paint to 
prevent corrosion.
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10. Loosely secure the Driver Side Bracing Weldment 
(#2) to the upper UTV frame rail with (2) 3/8”-16 x 1” Cap
Screws (#6), (2) 3/8” Flat Washers (#8), and (2) 3/8”-16
Nylock Nuts (#9). Repeat for the Passenger Side Bracing
Weldment (#3). (See Figure 5.)

11. Mount the brush guard back into place, but use (4) 
3/8”-16 x 1-1/4” Cap Screws (#6), (4) 3/8” Flat Washers
(#8), and (4) 3/8”-16 Nylock Nuts (#9) for mounting the
lower end of the brush guard. (See Figure 6.)

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12. Install the Driver Side Mounting Bracket (#4) and 
Passenger Side Mounting Bracket (#5) on their
respective sides with (8) 3/8”-16 x 1-1/4” Cap Screws
(#6) and (8) 3/8”-16 Nylock Nuts (#9). Four on each side.
(See Figure 7.)

13. Attach the UTV Mount (#1) to the Driver and 
Passenger Mounting Brackets (#4 & 5) with (6) 3/8”-16 x
1” Cap Screws (#6) and (6) 3/8”-16 Nylock Nuts (#9).
Three on each side. (See Figure 8.)

14. Position the UTV Mount (#1) so that the center of the 
lower pin slot is 11 to 12 inches off the ground. (See
Figure 9.)

15. Tighten all the hardware using the Torque 
Specification Chart below, starting with the brush guard
hardware first.

REMEMBER After 5 to 10 hours of snowplow usage,

re-torque all hardware!
