2. READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE ATTEMPTING INSTALLATION

3. BEFORE BEGINNING WORK MAKE SURE TO SET PARKING BRAKE AND CHOCK 

INSTALLATION  NOTES

1. Vehicle should be parked on a level surface with a 
normal vehicle load on the FRONT suspension.

2. On some vehicles it may be necessary to raise or 
stiffen the suspension to decrease the vehicles front
suspension sag with the snow plow in place.

3. Unless otherwise specified, mount all Vehicle Mount 
Kit Components to vehicle before tightening any
hardware. 

4. It is recommended that LOCTITE®, or similar thread 
locking product, be used on ALL mounting hardware (i.e.
Nuts, Cap Screws, Bolts, etc.).

5. Items in parentheses () refer to quantity required for 
this step. Items in parentheses with a pound sign (#)
indicate the part number as found in the parts list on the
last page of this document.
Example: (2) 1/2" Lock Washers (#9). 

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the top two screws in the skid plate. 
(See Figure 1.)

2. Mark a line completely across the skid plate, ½" from 
the edge to the specified holes. Then, cut and remove
the front portion of the skid plate. This will allow the
mount to seat flush against the frame. (See Figure 2.)

3. Remove the two lower M12-1.75 x 35 Cap Screws 
(#9) seen above. Keep for re-installation in a later step.
(See Figure 2.) Two

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4. If vehicle is equipped with a winch, remove the 
hardware holding in the fairlead bracket and the front end
of the winch to the frame. (See Figure 3.)

5. Place the Mounting Weldment (#2) against the frame 
and line up all holes. If equipped with a winch, also slide
the top end of the Mounting Weldment (#2) behind the
fairlead. (See Figure 4.)

6. Insert (2) 3/8"-16 x 1-1/4" Cap Screws (#5) through 
(2) 3/8" Plain Washers (#7), the top holes of the Mounting
Weldment (#2), and into the vehicle frame. Insert the
hardware through the Fairlead first if equipped with a
winch. Then, secure with (2) 3/8" Plain Washers (#7) and
(2) 3/8"-16 Locknuts (#8). (See Figure 4.)

7. Secure the two remaining top holes in the frame and 
item #2 with (2) 5/16-18 x 1" Cap Screws (#3) and (2)
5/16"-18 Locknuts (#4). (See Figure 5.)

8. Place the M12-1.75 x 35 Cap Screws (#9) that were 
removed in step 3 back into position, but insert through
the Mounting Weldment (#2) first. (See Figure 6.)

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9. Align the UTV Mount (#1) with the holes in the 
Mounting Weldment (#2). Adjust the UTV Mount (#1) so
that the center of the bottom slot is 11-12" off of the
ground. (See Figure 7.)

10. Attach the UTV Mount (#1) to the Mounting 
Weldment (#2) with (6) 3/8"-16 x 1" Cap Screws (#6) and
(6) 3/8"-16 Locknuts (#8). Three on each side. 
(See Figure 8.)

11. Tighten all the hardware using the Torque 
Specification Chart below.

REMEMBER After 5 to 10 hours of snowplow usage,

re-torque all hardware!
