1. Remove the (8) 3/8" x 2-1/4" Cap Screws (#5) and (8)
3/8" Flange Nuts (#6) holding two Side Plates and
Hitch Assembly. Four cap screws and nuts per side.
Set aside hardware for re-installation. Retain side
plates for re-installation if vehicle mount kit is
removed. (See Figure 1 and Figure 2.)
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2. Remove the lower (2) 3/8" x 2-1/4" Cap Screws (#5)

and (2) 3/8" Flange Nuts (#6). Set aside hardware for

installation steps. (See Figure 3.)

4. Remove the two upper screws in the Center Shield.
(See Figure 5.) Retain screws if mounting kit is
removed.
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3. Remove the lower (2) 3/8" x 1-1/4" Cap Screws (#7)
and (2) 3/8" Flange Nuts (#6) in the Center Shield.
