MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the lower valence and splash guard. Next, 
remove tow hooks if equipped. Retain tow hooks and 
hardware for reinstallation if the Vehicle Mount Kit is 
removed. 

2. Install Driver Side Weldment (#2) by aligning the two 
holes in item 2 with the tow hook holes in the vehicle 
frame. Secure using (2) M12-1.25 x 50 mm Cap 
Screws (#5) and (2) ½” Lock Washers (#10) (See 
Figure 1).

3. The remaining two holes against the frame need to be 
drilled. One in the front and one in the rear of the 
Driver Side Mount Weldment (#2) (See Figure 1). 
With item 2 against the bottom of the frame, use these 
holes as a template. Center punch the location, drill a 
¼” pilot, then drill to 17/32”.

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4. Align a ½” Plain Washer (#7) to the front drilled hole, 
but between the truck frame and item 2. Insert a 
½”-13 x 1-1/2” Handle Bolt Weldment (#6) into the 
front drilled hole by sticking it through the large slot in 
item 2 and the truck frame. Secure with a ½”-13 
Locknut (#8) (See Figure 2).

5. Insert a ½”-13 x 2” Handle Bolt Weldment (#9) into the 
rear drilled hole by sticking it through the large slot in 
item 2 and the truck frame. Secure with a ½”-13 
Locknut (#8) (See Figure 2).

6. Repeat steps 2-5 for the Passenger Side Mount 
Weldment (#3)

7. Attach Vehicle Center Member (#1) to the Driver and 
Passenger Side Mount Weldments (#2 & 3). Secure 
using (4) ½” Spacer Plates (#4), (2) 1/2” Lock 
Washers (#10), (8) 1/2”-13 x 2” Cap Screws (#11), 
and (6) 1/2”-13 Locknuts (#8) (See Figure 3).
