MINIMUM VEHICLE RECOMMENDATIONS

INSTALLATION NOTES

1. Unless otherwise specified, mount all Vehicle 
Mount Kit Components to vehicle before 
tightening any hardware. 

2. It is recommended that LOCTITE®, or similar thread 
locking product, be used on ALL mounting hardware 
(i.e. Nuts, Cap Screws, Bolts, etc.).

3. Vehicle should be parked on a level surface with a 
normal vehicle load on the FRONT suspension.

4. Items in parentheses () refer to quantity required for 
this step. Items in parentheses with a pound sign (#) 
indicate the part number as found in the parts list on 
the last page of this document.
Example: (10) Washer, Lock, 1/2" (#8). 

5. It maybe necessary to relocate license plate holder. 
Check state and local laws for placement, if needed.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the lower facia (See Figure 1), the lower facia 
mounting bracket (See Figure 2), bumper 
(See Figure 3), and outside bumper brackets 
(See Figure 4). Retain hardware for re-installation.

2. Mount the Driver’s Side Mounting Bracket (#2) to the 
frame by aligning the holes and placing it in the same 
position that the driver side bumper bracket was 
removed. In the same location the OEM M10 bolt 
came from (See Figure 5), use a ½” Lock Washer (#5) 
and M10-1.5 x 35mm, Cap Screw (#7) to secure 
Driver’s Side Mounting Bracket (#2) to the frame. 
(See Figure 6.)

3. Insert (2) ½”-13 x 1-1/2” Cap Screws (#6) through 
Driver’s Side Mounting Bracket (#2) and into the 
round and hexagonal holes of the frame. Secure with 
(2) ½”-13 Locknuts (#9). (See Figure 5 and Figure 7.)

NOTE: Placing a locknut inside the closed end of a
combination wrench and taping the back side will help
hold the nut to the wrench and help reach inside the
frame.

4. Clamp the Driver Side Mounting Bracket (#2) to the 
front and side of the frame rail. Use the upper rear 
hole as a template to center punch and drill a 17/32” 
hole in the side of the frame. (See Figure 7.)

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5. Align a Spacer Plate (#4) with the drilled hole, but 
between item #2 and the frame. Insert a ½”-13 x 2” 
Handle Bolt Weldment (#8) through the front of the 
vehicle frame, through the drilled hole, Spacer Plate 
(#4), and Driver’s Side Mounting Bracket (#2). Secure 
with a ½”-13 Locknut (#9). Remove clamps and cut off 
any of the handle of item #8 sticking out the front of 
the frame rail. (See Figure 8.)

6. Repeat steps 2-5 for attaching the Passenger Side 
Mounting Bracket (#3).

7. Position the Vehicle Center Member (#1) between the 
Side Mounting Brackets (#2 and #3) to allow for an 8" 
to 10" height between the VCM and the ground.
(See Figure 9.)

IMPORTANT: Height from the center of the lower 
Plow Mounting slots on the Vehicle Center Member 
to the ground should be between 8" and 10" to 
ensure proper operation.

NOTE: Due to the various combinations of tires sizes and
suspension components used on these vehicles, the
Side Weldments (#2 & #3) have been manufactured to
handle a wide range of vehicle ride heights. If the Vehicle
Center Member is mounted similar to Figure 10 to
achieve the required 8" to 10" clearance, the shaded
portion of both Side Weldments (below the bottom edges
of the Vehicle Center Member) can be cut off and the
exposed metal dressed with touch-up paint.

8. Secure the Vehicle Center Member using (8) 1/2”-13 x 
1-1/2” Caps Screws (#6), (2) 1/2” Lock Washers (#5) 
and (6) 1/2”-13 Locknuts (#9). (See Figure 11.)

9. Mount the bumper back onto the vehicle. (The outside 
bumper brackets and M10 bolts will not be used.)

10. Tighten all hardware using the torque specification 
chart provided below.

11. Re-install the lower facia mounting bracket and lower 
facia. The lower facia will need to be modified to fit 
around the Side Mounting Brackets.

REMEMBER After 5 to 10 hours of snowplow usage,

re-torque all Cap Screws!
