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4. Remove the bumper brace to gain access for 
drilling holes through the vehicle frame rails. 
Using the rear hole in the mount as a guide, drill a 
17/32" hole through the outside wall of the vehicle 
frame rail.

5. Place a 1/2" fl at washer onto a 1/2" cap screw 
with handle and insert the fastener into the slot 
located on the bottom surface of the vehicle 
frame rail rearward of the mount. Pass the 
fastener out through the vehicle frame and mount 
hole, bending the handle as necessary. Place a 
1/2" locknut on the fastener, and hand tighten.

6. Repeat Steps 2–5 on the opposite side of the 
vehicle.

7. Install the rubber splash shield as instructed below 
before installing the cross bar to the mount.

MOUNT INSTALLATION

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation, 
vehicle and all snowplow components should 
be on a smooth, level, hard surface, such as 
concrete.

1. If the vehicle is equipped with a stamped-
steel splash guard and/or tow hooks, remove 
them. Retain the splash guard, tow hooks and 
fasteners for reinstallation if the snowplow mount 
is removed.

 If the vehicle is equipped with a front skid 
plate, remove it and the adjoining support 
brackets and tow hooks. Retain the skid plate, 
support brackets, tow hooks and fasteners for 
reinstallation if the snowplow mount is removed. 
Remove the license plate and connecting bracket 
assembly from the skid plate and reinstall it to 
the vehicle's front bumper as located by the 
preexisting detents.

2. Position the driver-side mount against the bottom 
surfaces of the vehicle frame rail while aligning the 
front mount hole with the tow hook hole. Secure 
the mount to the frame rail with M12 x 40 mm cap 
screws and 1/2" fl at washers (supplied with the 
mount). Hand tighten only.

3. Clamp the rear of the mount against the bottom 
surface of the vehicle frame rail.

 CAUTION
Use caution not to pinch, cut or drill through 
any wires or hoses running along the frame 
rail.
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FINISH SPLASH SHIELD AND MOUNT 
INSTALLATION

11. If the vehicle is equipped with a transaxle 
skid plate, remove the two front skid plate bolts. 
Position the tapered end of the splash shield 
between the skid plate and the vehicle frame 
cross member. Install two M6 x 25 mm cap screws 
(supplied with the mount) through the holes drilled 
in Step 1 and into the cross member. Do not 
overtighten. Using the holes in the skid plate as 
guides, drill two 5/16" holes in the rubber splash 
shield. Reinstall the two skid plate bolts through 
the skid plate and splash shield.

If the vehicle is not equipped with a transaxle 
skid plate, align the holes in the rear splash 
shield retainer and the tapered end of the splash 
shield with those in the vehicle frame cross 
member. Install two M6 x 25 mm cap screws 
(supplied with the mount) through the rear splash 
shield retainer and splash shield and into the 
cross member. Do not overtighten.

SPLASH SHIELD INSTALLATION

8. Lay the rubber material on a fl at surface. Drill 
four holes in the trimmed rubber splash shield 
according to the layout illustrated below.

9. Cut the material as shown below.

10. Position the splash shield on the vehicle so that 
the tapered end is toward the rear and the shield 
is on top of the mount and below the vehicle sway 
bar.

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12. Make sure the splash shield is under the vehicle 
sway bar, then pull the uncut end of the shield to 
the vehicle bumper support beam.

13. Attach the front of the splash shield to the angled 
surface of the vehicle bumper support beam 
using the front splash shield retainer and the 
M6 x 25 mm cap screws (supplied with the mount).

14. Install the cross bar using four 1/2" x 1-1/2" cap 
screws and 1/2" locknuts. Hand tighten fasteners.

15. Make sure that the mounts are tight against the 
truck frame. Then fully tighten the fasteners 
securing the mounts, followed by the fasteners 
securing the cross bar, according to the torque 
chart.

16. Check for a U-bracket distance of 30-7/16" ± 1/8". 
Take a second measurement farther back on 
the mounts to ensure that they are parallel. 
If the U-bracket distance is not within the 
30-7/16" ± 1/8", then 1/2" fl at washers may 
be used to shim one or both mounts in the 
appropriate direction to obtain the desired 
dimension.

17. Tighten all fasteners according to the torque chart 
after achieving the appropriate dimension.

18. Bend or cut the ends of the cap screw handles 
protruding out from the truck frame.

19. Reinstall the bumper braces on both sides of the 
vehicle.

NOTE: After fi ve to ten hours of snowplow usage, 
retorque all mount assembly fasteners.
